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 Paul had such a wonderful way of beginning his letters. Often, he 
first established his role as a minister of the Gospel under the will of God. 
“Paul, called to be an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God,…” (I 
Cor. 1:1) 
He wanted his readers to understand that it was not he, but, God through 
him, that was the power behind the Gospel message he shared. Paul, also, 
was quick to recognize the role of God’s will when it came to determining 
the things he was able to do, and the places he was able to go. 
“…and I pray that now at last by God's will the way may be opened for 
me to come to you. (Rom. 1:10) 
 I’ve been thinking about God’s will a lot, lately. Not too long ago, I 
finished reading David McCullough’s biography of John Adams, our 
nation’s second president. The book centers on the days preceding and the 
days of the American Revolution, as well as the days of our first two 
Presidents. I was intrigued by how often the themes of God and God’s will 
emerged in either Mr. McCullough’s interpretations of John Adams’ 
actions, or, in John Adams writings themselves. This is not the kind of 
stuff you will read in public school. 
 Known to be a devout Christian, Adams was more than familiar 
with The Lord’s Prayer. Reading about him, it was as if time after time, 
while facing tough decisions, the words “…thy will be done…” were 
ringing in his head. With one hand, he would sign The Declaration of 
Independence. At the same time he would acknowledge that things would 
work out the way God ultimately wanted them to work out. 
 John Adams and many others involved in the Continental 
Congress, the signing of The Declaration of Independence, and the writing 
of our Constitution, were Christian men who shared a firm trust in God’s 
sovereignty, and a firm knowledge that they were not in control, but, that 
events would unfold in ways that would reveal God’s will. 
 As we face these days of decision and uncertainty, we will vote the 
way we will vote, and we hold our own opinions regarding the economy, 
the war in Iraq, poverty, and other important issues in our world today. 
But, it would serve us well to remember that God’s will, will ultimately be 
served.
