Likewise, if I had not gone to church for nourishment, | would
be spiritually dead today!”

My question to you is this Do you feel the way the
man who wrote the first Letter to the Editor feels? Or, have
you learned what the man who wrote the second Letter to the

Editor has learned?

Those who are like the first man, but, want to be like the
second man, need to understand that every Sunday in
worship may not be a life altering revelatory moment. But, as
we read in Hebrews 4:12 “...the Word of God is living and
active.” Gathering in worship to hear the Word of God read
and proclaimed is never time wasted. We are nourished,
often in subtle ways, which over a lifetime build a faith in us
