The ramp was built prior to the writing of the
Americans With Disabilities Act (ADA). It's steeper
than it should be, and lacks the required flat landings
at the top and at various intervals. And the door is bsigarn out. If you're
Cktanding behind a wheel chair and trying to keep it frolfimg back down the
teamp, and then you try to reach over the wheel chair to thgedoor, it's very
difficult, if not dangerous. So, they asked the Truste@sviestigate what it
would take to correct the problems.

The Trustees had begun their work when an opportunitinfelmy lap. |
learned that the Smock Foundation would accept grapiopals from
Presbyterian congregations in Indiana that would addnesseeds of
“seniors.” You may remember that when the new restrooms laglt off the
parlor, it was the Smock Foundation that helped us wéthrteed.

So, | took the opportunity to the Session and asked if wiel smbmit a
grant proposal seeking funds to help with the ramp and damsisAnd that’s
exactly what we did. The Trustees did a wonderful job tifrgethe required
bids together.

Our proposal included installing a new door that couldgezated by
remote control, and the rebuilding of the ramp in such athayit would meet
current ADA requirements. Depending on how elementeeoptoject are
combined, the total cost would range anywhere from $12,651&E5t®088.

Thizne
of the things | truly love about serving God in this plaGod has given us people with hearts and voices who
will say, “Yes,” when a need arises.

Okay, back to what we’re doing on Sunday mornings. Hauveeyer wondered what we're doing down there
in the kitchen? Well, over time we’ve done Bible stsdivideo based lessons, and lesson series on various
topics. For the last several months we’'ve been wgriiith a curriculum called “The Wired Word.” Every
Thursday | receive an e-mail that includes a lesson tadgenaut of the current week’s headlines. Each
installment includes biblical commentary and discussiostipres related to a topic in the news that week.

“What Are We doing Up There?”

In our Sunday School Class, we have been doingpository study of 1 & 2 Samuel, and will be doing

panorama of God’s work and grace in world history and peolole's, and the significant role of women in the
Bible.
