Yesterday, members of our chancel choir (Peggy Fields, Michael Grimes, 
Nancy Grimes, Carol Lindemer and myself) joined with members of the 
Bethany Presbyterian Church chancel choir to lead the music for the people 
who gathered at Hope Chapel Presbyterian Church in Lafayette. The occasion 
was the final worship service being held in that sanctuary prior to 
“dissolving” (to use Presbyterian parlance) the congregation. 

 

In some ways, the events of yesterday were really sad. Many memories were 
shared. One woman told me how she and her husband met through the youth 
program at Hope Chapel nearly 60 years ago. One man told me how he and his 
wife were married in that sanctuary 47 years ago. Another woman told me how 
her mother and grandmother were charter members of that congregation. 
Another woman told me how she had been nurtured in the Christian faith, and 
first sensed God’s call to ministry through her life at Hope Chapel Presbyterian 
Church. I heard one person say something like…. “We all know what it is like 
to lose our pastor. These people are losing their church.” It was an occasion 
that tugged on the heartstrings. 

 

But, those memories which brought such sadness were also an occasion for 
joy -- real joy -- Christ-filled joy. The sanctuary and adjoining rooms were 
packed. People were seated in the aisles and standing along the walls. The 
history and ministries of the congregation were celebrated. The lives that were 
touched through the years of bringing people together in Jesus’ name were 
celebrated. The fact that what we were doing was not the end of Hope 
Chapel’s legacy was celebrated. The blessings of God were celebrated. The 
Lord’s Supper was celebrated. The passing of the remaining financial and 
property resources to mission programs which have been historically important 
to Hope Chapel were celebrated. And songs (both new and old) were sung 
celebrating and affirming the great Truths of the Christian faith. 

 

To a number of people I happened to talk with, I expressed my prayer that 
the members and friends of Hope Chapel will not just silently slip away into 
disconnectedness, but find a new “church family” to join with and continue 
their faith journeys. Several people told me they planned on visiting with us on 
future Sunday mornings. As they do, please, be aware of their grief, and 
welcome them warmly in Christ’s name.
