Following Paul's customary greeting, he writes.....

“| always thank my God as | remember you in my prayers
because | hear about your faith in the Lord Jesus and your
love for all the saints. | pray that you may be active in shar|ng
your faith, so that you will have a full understanding of every
good thing we have in Christ. Your love has given me great
joy and encouragement, because you, brother, have refreghed
the hearts of the saints.” (Philemon 1:4-7)

What caught my eye, like never before were the words.....

“| pray that you may be active in sharing your faith, so that
you will have a full understanding of every good thing we
have in Christ.” (Philemon 1:6)

Read those words again. Paul encourages Philemon to be active
in sharing his faith. That’s an important thing for every Christian {o
do. | found myself thinking about our recent experience with
Vacation Bible School. We share our faith. This is what we are
called to do. We “sow seeds of love.” We pray that our work isn’t
vain. We trust God to provide the water and sunshine which will
make those seeds grow. This is central to our understanding of qur
role in God’s bringing the knowledge of salvation to all.
