 Why do we come to worship on Sunday Mornings? Why do we 

volunteer to staff the Food Pantry or the Kid’s Closet? Why do we agree to 
serve the church as Elders, Deacons or Trustees? Why do we teach Sunday 
School Classes? Why do we sing in the Chancel Choir or Youth Praise 
Choir? Why do we take the time to listen to one another’s burdens? Why do 
we make a financial pledge to the mission and ministry of the church? Why 
do we buy school supplies to be given to local children? Why do we make 
that phone call to someone we’ve been thinking about? Why do we help with 
programs like Vacation Bible School? Why do we visit those in the hospital? 
We could all choose to spend our time, energy and money on other things. 
So, Why?  Why do we do THESE things? 

 Well, we do these things because we are called by God to do these 
things. Being touched by God in such a way that our priorities change from 
pursuing those things we would like to do, to those things God calls us to do, 
is incredible! Our lives change forever. Our priorities change because we’ve 
been touched by God’s love, and we learn what it means to love God, to love 
our families, to love our neighbors and friends, to even love people we’ve 
never met. We love those whom God loves. We love those whom God calls 
us to love. As John wrote in his first letter to believers everywhere….. 

“We love because he (God) first loved us.” (I John 4:19) 
 John says it’s impossible to experience the love of God and not respond 

by loving those God calls us to love. He says….. 
“If anyone says, ‘I love God,’ yet hates his brother, he is a liar. For 

anyone who does not love his brother, whom he has seen, cannot 
love God, whom he has not seen. And he has given us this command: 
Whoever loves God must also love his brother.” (I John 4:19-21) 

 In this congregation, just like congregations everywhere, God reveals 
(when we are willing to listen) those concrete things we can do to touch the 
lives of others with the love of God. And when people are touched by the 
love of God, they are drawn toward God by the Holy Spirit. And when they 
respond to the love they have been shown, they will share that love in the 
concrete ways God puts before them.

“Stewardship Update” 
 
 
The graph below deserves some explanation. It represents where we are with 

regard to our income and expenses through the July 13, 2008. 
The left hand column labeled “YTD Budget Income” shows the projection of 

our church income based on last fall’s stewardship campaign results. At this 
point in the year we were estimating $104,481.46. The column next to it 
labeled “YTD Actual Income” shows our actual income of $95,903.37. What 
we learn here is that our actual income is $8,578.09 short of our estimate. 

The second column from the right labeled “YTD Budget Expenses” is the 
portion of our church budget which could or should be spent. At this point in 
the year that number is $94,017.00.  The furthest right column shows the actual 
amount of our budget we have spent. That number is $87,279.90. You can see 
that our actual expenses are $6,737.10 below what we had budgeted. This is 
due to the fact that we are holding onto “mission” dollars which will be sent 
out later in the year. 
We hope this gives you a clear and understandable representation of our 
financial picture. Thank you to all who have been so faithful in their 
stewardship.

      New Sunday School     
Curriculum!!!                       

 
The Christian Education Committee has approved a new curriculum for the Preschool-Junior High classes 

for the Fall season.  The curriculum, called We Believe, is published by the PCUSA and is theme-based for 
the calendar year. The wonderful part of this curriculum is that everyone in the family covers the same 
theme so that family discussions (after church) can center on “what you learned.”  For example, on one 
Sunday every Sunday School class may use the story of Zaccheus, but, of course, it’s taught according to 
grade level with appropriate activities. Something different for the Junior High classes (as they prepare for 
confirmation) is a Bible Study series that covers the Old and New Testaments.   

 
This curriculum helps all participants develop a common understanding of how we as Presbyterians 

understand the Word of God and apply that understanding in our daily lives. Every facet of ����������  
begins with the Bible and relates to the message of Jesus Christ. The curriculum encourages biblical 
literacy at all age levels.
