External Defibrillator (AED) through the “Revive & Sureiyprogram, which is a joint effort
of St. Elizabeth Regional Health and the Kathryn Weitt€efor Education.

If you don’t already know, an AED is a potentially #$aving device which can automati-
cally diagnose potentially life threatening cardiac arrhyéisnsuch as ventricular fibrillation in
a patient, and then treat them through defibrillation. ¥dlsee these units hanging on the
walls of airports, schools and many other public places.

We are to the final step of our quest, and this is wievecome into the picture. We need to
demonstrate that we have five (5) individuals who arfieel in Cardiac Pulmonary Resusci-
tation (CPR), and would therefore be qualified to utiameAED in the event one is needed
here at our church. We must demonstrate this BEFORErouwill be ordered and delivered.

So, we have two questions.....

Are there five (5) of us who already have a currdPR@ard in our pockets? If so, we can
submit copies of those cards as evidence of our preparediesre there individuals willing
to take the training and become certified in CPR at tharatWeil Center for Education?

This is a wonderful opportunity for us to have this potentigfiydaving device in our facili-
ties. Please, let the church office know if you areifosditin CPR, or, if you are willing to be
trained.
