Note from Pastor Dave 
“New Beginnings” 

 

 With the new year upon us, I was 
thinking about new beginnings.  It’s 
popular in this country to see the first day 
of a new year as the opportune moment to 
make changes in our lives, to start something new, to stop something 
old, to commit to fixing things that aren’t right in our relationships, or to 
change the direction of our lives. 

 But, the reality is that there isn’t anything magical, or different 
about January 1 of any given year.  Our lives are filled with 
opportunities to experience new beginnings. 

 Do you think it was January 1st when the voice of God called out to 
Moses from the burning bush? Maybe it was March 13th when Moses 
learned of God’s plan for his life. Do you think it was January 1st when 
Jesus confronted Saul as he traveled the road to Damascus? Maybe it 
was November 28th when he took on a new name, Paul, and began his 
ministry for the Lord. Do you think it was January 1st when Matthew 
heard Jesus say, “Follow me?” Maybe it was September 29th when he 
left his old life as a tax collector behind to begin his new life as a 
disciple of Jesus. Do you think it was January 1st when Nathan 
confronted King David with his sin? Maybe it was June 4th when David 
repented and recommitted himself to the Lord’s way. Do you think it 
was January 1st when the Roman Centurion, responsible for carrying out 
Pilate’s order to crucify Jesus said, “Surely this was the Son of God.”?

Walk to Jerusalem by Easter!!! 
 

The Walk to Jerusalem is an imaginary walk that 
encourages walkers to increase physical activity, 
spiritual growth and cultural awareness through a 
virtual tour to Jerusalem. The Walk to Jerusalem was 
initially launched in January 2002. The Walk to 
Bethlehem followed in September 2002. Since those 
first walks, churches and organizations throughout the 
US and Canada have embraced this program.  

 

What is Walk to Jerusalem? 
It’s a program, sponsored by the church, in which 

members of the congregation log miles for walking or 
completing activities throughout the week.  Every 
week, participants turn in the miles, and our 
congregation moves a little closer to Jerusalem in time 
for Easter. 

 

How does it work? 
Members of the congregation receive recording 

sheets and record the number of miles members of 
families have “walked” in a week.  This can be 
walking together, or calculating the number of steps 
you have covered in a day’s work.  A separate hand-
out will be provided that helps calculate miles. 

 

How are we keeping track as a congregation? 
Every Sunday, a member of the family turns in the 

record sheet.  We add these miles to the other 
participants and place a dot on a large world map 
showing how far our congregation has traveled. 

Scriptural/Prayer Journey 
Along the way to fitness, you will also be provided 

with devotions for the Lenten Season.  You’ll also be 
provided with information about cities/countries 
through which we pass as we journey to Jerusalem. 

 

When do we start? 
Packets will be available at the first worship service 

in January.  The actual program begins on Jan. 18 – 
giving us 12 weeks of walking/reflection as we lead 
up to Holy Week.  Did you know that walking was 
first mentioned in the Bible in Genesis 3:8, “Then the 
man and his wife heard the sound of the Lord God as 
he was walking in the garden in the cool of the day?” 
It was while walking in the garden that God typically 
spoke to Adam and Eve. How meaningful for us to 
walk through our neighborhoods, through our parks 
and through our communities while talking to our 
Creator, the One who knows us best!

The word Bible comes from the Greek word “biblo” which means book.  The word holy means “set apart” or 

“special.”  Thus:  “A SPECIAL BOOK” 
So we opened that “special book” and started with “In the beginning.”  The main character is God.  The books 

tell how God worked in history to create and later redeem his people.  We have been studying the Torah (the 
first five books of the Bible).  We’ve discussed that Genesis; chapters 1 through 11 are called primeval stories 
because the stories were passed by word of mouth.  The Bible has stories of God’s “faithfulness.”  We looked 
for that faithfulness in the stories of Adam & Eve, Noah, Abraham & Sarah, Isaac, Jacob & Esau, Joseph and 
Moses.  Faithful God, keeper of promises, is with all of us always.

 “Growing Pains” 

 
At the December 16th Session meeting, a report was heard regarding the need for a larger nursery area. As a 

result, a plan was approved to enlarge the existing nursery and add flexibility to the use of our existing space. 
 
The core of the plan involves opening the wall between the existing nursery and the current choir room. In 

that opening we will be installing a Dutch-French double door. This will allow us to separate the rooms when 
that is needed, and allow us to enlarge the nursery area when it is overflowing. When you think about it, the 
need to expand the existing nursing is a good problem to have. 

 
Along with that change there will be some room assignment changes. The current board room/adult Sunday 

School room will become the choir room.  The current choir room will become the Pre-school to first grade 
Sunday School room. And the current pre-school to first grade Sunday School room will become the Board 
room/adult Sunday school room. 

 
The total cost of the project is $2,629.00. The work will be done by Simon Construction, the same contractor 

who did such a great job on our parlor/balcony remodeling project. Some of the finishing work we will do 
ourselves -- things like staining the doors and new trim. We hope to have the work completed early in 2009. 

  
Your Session has authorized funding for this project from the Nesbitt Memorial Capital Fund, our Memorial 

Fund, and any 2008 budget surplus that might be available.
