Lent really isn’t about losing weight, though, that migata good thing to
do. Lent really isn't about denying ourselves something we etfjoygh, that
might not be all bad. Lent really isn't about taking on sore® commitment,
er though, that might be a benefit to God’s kingdom. Lent is aluat Joel
wrote about.....returning to God.

There are things that happen in our lives which lead tsetluate where
we stand in our relationship with God. We get a disturbingraiais from the
doctor. We're involved in a life-altering accident. Thergon we always
counted on isn't there for us, anymore. The job that aefined us is gone.
Like the commercial says “Life comes at you fast.” Aifel toming at us
fast can be a wake-up call. If we're smart, we’'ll liste

Lent can, and should be, a time like that, but, italyenot about the
circumstances of our lives. It's a time we enter intentionally. And we enter
into it together, in community, with others who are intemai. In the midst of
our day-to-day lives, the world does it’s best to pull wsher, and further,
from God, until God becomes a stranger to us. Well, wee lthis time to
remember the primary relationship in our lives, and we Hiaigeopportunity
to return to the Lord our God.

In his Second Letter to the Corinthians, Paul pleadh wst
Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God.” (5:20b)The word “reconciled” is an
interesting one. Originally, it was an accounting teemyord used in the

Things have to
balance. But, eventually, the word “reconciled” was adapted used, to describe a change in human relationshigs. Pa
pleads with us..."...on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God.”

You see, God really isn’'t a very good businessman. We brinipless Monopoly money to the currency exchange,
but, in Christ it becomes acceptable to God, who offersecohciliation” through His Son, Jesus. To be “reconciled”
with God -- that is the miracle of Lent.

In times of repentance, it wasn't rituals that broudhdua “reconciliation” with God. In Joel, God says. ...
return to me with all your heart, with fasting and weepng and mourning. Rend your heart and not your
garments.” (2:12-13)In Psalm 51, we hear..."Create in me a pure heart, O God, and renew a steads$t spirit
within me.” (v. 10) Again, in Psalm 51, we hear.."You do not delight in sacrifice, or | would bring it; you do not
take pleasure in burnt offerings. The sacrifices of 6d are a broken spirit; a broken and contrite heart, OGod,
you will not despise.” (vs. 16-17)

Lent is a time to look inward, open our hearts to Gadl receive the wonderful gift of “reconciliation” God offers.
That said, | also have to say Lent is about more thaeiving the gift of “reconciliation.” God’s intent is notathwe
hoard the gift for ourselves. God's intent is that we'elhiae gift with others.

Our text from Second Corinthians really needs to stagivavérses earlier, because, before Paul pleads withbgs to
“reconciled” to God, he had this to say.:Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creatin; the old has gone,
the new has come! All this is from God, who reconciteus to himself through Christ and gave us the ministyr of
reconciliation: that God was reconciling the world tohimself in Christ, not counting men's sins _against them
And he has committed to us the message of reconcil@.” (Il Cor. 5:17-19)

During the season of Lent, instead of giving up chocolagehave the opportunity to do something which will really
make a difference in our world. Have you got any damagedtrained, relationships that need a little work? Is there
someone you've wanted to get to know better, but you havenit thketime to do it? Is there someone you have trouble
understanding, because you seem to have such different wayskiofg at the world? Have you built walls that need to
be torn down? You might have a long list. Or, you might hasfecat list. But, I'll bet we all have a list, and theason
of Lent is the perfect time to take seriously the mipisf “reconciliation.”

Later in this service, we all have the opportunitydoceive ashes on our foreheads while we hear the words.....
“Remember you are dust, and to dust you shall return.8& kords are intended to remind us of our mortality. &e'r
not going to live forever. One day (but none of us knows the ddypeviour last day. When we understand that, we
realize we don't have forever to be “reconciled” to God, wadlon’t have forever to be “reconciled” to one another.

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The Latest from Habitat

Plans are proceeding for local Presbyterian Churches to
again combine efforts to build another Habitat for
Humanity house in 2009. Construction of the Presbyterian
House is expected to begin in August at a location on
North 16th Street in Lafayette. The cost of 2009
construction is $46,000 including a 10% tithe for Habitat Internatioddimost $25,000 is still
needed before construction can begin so please give as you can testhgd?ian Habitat House.

HFH seeks constant improvement is its operation, the perswvesldf partner families, and the
quality of its construction projects. Doug Taylor recently met with Presbyterian steering
committee and commented on some new developments and conditions fecilogal chapter.
Following are a few of the points that Doug addressed.

Though Habitat will build its 180house locally in 2009, the local chapter has only foreclosed
on three houses since its inception in 1984. This performance sulh oé thorough
screening and a home readiness course that includes household fnepaather families
must complete prior to being accepted for a HFH house. Sudhtealdsure rate is
extraordinarily low and would be envied by almost all lending institutiesigecially
considering that the pool of HFH applicants is generally not quélifee borrow from
conventional lenders (even Lehman Brothers).

Locally HFH is finding it difficult to identify acceptable partntamilies because so many
young adults today have no concept of financial discipline. Most appliaemtsr in debt
with no concept of its long term implications or what it takesetmver and no motivation
to escape their in debt conditions. Obviously, those applications aeppaved. Of the
last 170 applications only 4 were approved. The financial managattiéuide of so many
of today’s young adults is much different than that of young adults jest gdars ago.

The Lafayette HFH chapter has recently started building housesdbthe new Energy Star
Standard that specifies very energy efficient appliances andpbedis (15 SER rated)
along with enhanced insulation to reduce long term operating costsifftorer families.
