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Note from Pastor Dave 

“EASTER!!!” 
 

“When the Sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, Mary 
the mother of James, and Salome bought spices so that 
they might go to anoint Jesus' body. Very early on the 
first day of the week, just after sunrise, they were on 
their way to the tomb and they asked each other, ‘Who 
will roll the stone away from the entrance of the tomb?’ 
But when they looked up, they saw that the stone, 
which was very large, had been rolled away. As they 

entered the tomb, they saw a young man dressed in a white robe sitting on the 
right side, and they were alarmed. ‘Don't be alarmed,’ he said. ‘You are 
looking for Jesus the Nazarene, who was crucified. He has risen! He is not 
here. See the place where they laid him. But go, tell his disciples and Peter, 
‘He is going ahead of you into Galilee. There you will see him, just as he told 
you.’ Trembling and bewildered, the women went out and fled from the tomb. 
They said nothing to anyone, because they were afraid.” (Mk. 16:1-8) 

 

 Mary, Mary, and Salome were going to the cemetery to finish the 
burial preparations which had been cut short on Friday because the Sabbath 
began at sunset. What they were planning to do was a sign of love, devotion, 
and respect. Bringing spices to the tomb was like bringing flowers to a grave 
today. But, when they arrived, the stone was rolled away from the entrance to 
the tomb, and God’s messenger told them the exciting news that Jesus had 
risen from the dead. Isn’t it just like God? People have one thing in mind, but 
God has another thing in mind. 

 God’s messenger told the women to share the Good News with Jesus’ 
disciples, and let the disciples know Jesus would meet them in Galilee. But, 
Mark tells us they were shaken and confused. Out of fear, they kept silent 
about everything they saw and heard. Isn’t it just like people? We’re told to 
say something, and our anxieties keep our lips closed. 

 Easter morning, and the opportunity to celebrate the resurrection of 
our Lord from the dead, is the greatest gift God ever gave His people! Come to 
worship on Easter morning expecting to find the tomb empty. Don’t bring 
spices to finish burial preparations for a great Rabbi who died. Come with 
empty hands to celebrate the resurrection of God’s Son. And when worship is 
over, don’t leave the sanctuary in silence. Share the Good News with the 
world.

In 1860, Spain 
occupied northern Morocco and ushered in a half 
century of trade rivalry among European powers 
that saw Morocco's sovereignty steadily erode; in 
1912, the French imposed a protectorate over the 
country.  A protracted independence struggle with 
France ended successfully in 1956.
