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“Let’s All Come to the House of the Lord” 

 
There is a wonderful verse that begins the 122nd Psalm.  It’s probably most 

familiar when quoted from the King James Version…..“I was glad when they said 
unto me, Let us go into the house of the Lord.” (Psalm 122:1 KJV)  The more 
modern New International Version expressed it this way….. “I rejoiced with those 
who said to me, ‘Let us go to the house of the Lord.’” (Psalm 122:1 NIV) 

It is believed that David was the author of this Psalm. And in most Bibles it is 
labeled “a song (or a Psalm) of ascents.” It’s about the joy of climbing the hill to 
enter the Temple in Jerusalem.  Three times a year, the Jews in David’s day made 
the pilgrimage to Jerusalem for their great religious festivals. 

The first was the Feast of Passover and Unleavened Bread which celebrated 
God’s sparing of Israel’s firstborn children, the Hebrews’ freedom from slavery in 
Egypt, and the Exodus which followed.  God’s people were reminded of how their 
deliverance meant they were leaving their old life behind to embrace a new way of 
living. 

The second was the Feast of Weeks which celebrated the end of the barley 
harvest and the beginning of the wheat harvest.  This Festival was all about being 
thankful for God’s provision seen in the bountiful harvest. 

And the third was the Feast of Tabernacles which celebrated God’s protection 
and guidance while the Hebrews wandered in the desert following the Exodus. 
This Festival was an opportunity for God’s people to renew their commitment, and 
encouraged them to trust in God’s future guidance and protection. 

There you have it:  Freedom;  provision;  and protection.  Three GREAT reasons 
to be glad and grateful to God as the Jews of David’s day came to Jerusalem to 
ascend to the Temple and celebrate with God’s people who had come from far and 
wide. 

Going to the Temple could be a chore or a delight.  For David it was a delight! 
He took great joy in worshiping with God’s people in the Temple.  When it comes 
to Sunday worship, is coming to God’s house a chore or a delight?  Is it a chore to 
get things together so you can be here with God’s people on Sunday mornings?  
Or, is it a delight to walk through the doors to enjoy fellowship and worship with 
God’s people? 

 Remembering all God has done for me, it is a delight!  I hope and pray it is for 
you, too.
