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I would like to share a devotion from “Our Daily Bread” which was 
dated July 4, 2009. I share this with all of you, because, I found it 
most interesting. 

The scripture reading for the day was Ephesians 4:1 where Paul 
writes: “…I urge you to live a life worthy of the calling you have 
received.” 

Thinking about God’s Word for the day, Roy Shaver from Missouri 
wrote some of his own. 

“It’s not whether you win or lose, it’s how you play the game. One 
of the officials who was scheduled to work our daughter’s high-
school basketball game failed to show up. The host school offered to 
forfeit the game, but our team declined the offer, opting to play 
anyway. 

The lone official explained to the girls that he would be unable to 
see everything and that he would need their help. As the game 
progressed, we observed the true spirit of athletic competition. When 
the referee was unable to see, the girls responded by admitting 
violations. When a call was in doubt, the offending player 
acknowledged that she had committed the foul or was out of bounds. 
That evening the focus was clearly on how they played the game. 

These high-school girls served as an example for all of us as we 
face daily decisions. We must make the call: reporting or not 
reporting undocumented income; being faithful or unfaithful to our 
spouse; engaging or not engaging in hurtful gossip. Do we live 
honestly even when telling the truth brings consequences we would 
like to avoid? 

On a spiritual level, we decide whether to take part in the ministries 
of the church and whether to forgive those who have done us wrong. 
As we monitor our own lives, do we live according to the Bible?” 

Interesting observations Roy Shaver makes, and interesting 
questions Roy Shaver asks, don’t you think? I leave you to consider 
how the simple truths expressed above are reflected in your life.

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 Presbyterian 2009 Habitat House: Ready-Set-Go! 
 

Local Presbyterian Churches are ready to start construction on the 2009 House on August on Friday, August Friday, 
August 7 at 8:00 AM, and Dayton Pres is scheduled to initiate the project that day.  WE NEED YOU to help us get a 
good start.  That day we will start framing using prefabricated walls.  By that day the sub floor will be in place.  The 
plan calls for the house to be under tar paper roof by Saturday evening, August 8.  This schedule calls for us to get a 
good start on Friday and Saturday, August 8.  We can use a lot of help and especially help from experienced and less 
experienced “framers”.  Of course we can also use good lunch and refreshments on that day.  If you can help with any 
of this work, please sign up for Friday, August 7 or Saturday, August 8.  Sign up sheets for August 7 and August 8 are 
posted in the church lobby. 

As well as your help with construction, we still need about $6000 to meet our 2009 goal of $46,000 (including tithe 
for Habitat International).  Again, your help is much appreciated. 

The 2009 Presbyterian Habitat House will be built at 1619 N. 16th Street in Lafayette and is expected to take about 8 
weeks for construction.  Dayton Pres will also be expected to help out on a later date with identified work to be 
announced. 

By the end of the year our local HFH chapter is expected to have built over 185 houses locally and, of course several 
houses outside the country.  Our 2009 Presbyterian House family is a single dad with two kids.  This father of two 
children is a cook at Appleby’s and will soon complete his sweat equity contribution and HFH home owner instruction 
that is required home ownership. 

We really need your help with construction, refreshments or meals.  For this project the committee decided that each 
Presbyterian Church will work individually on each workday.  So Dayton Pres will for the most part be working on its 
own.  If you can help, please sign up to help get a good, August 7 start on the 2009 house.  Many hands make lighter 
work for us all.  Thanks in advance for your help.

The Latest from Habitat 
Plans are proceeding for local Presbyterian Churches to again combine efforts to build another Habitat for Humanity 

house in 2009.  Construction of the Presbyterian House is expected to begin in August at a location on North 16th 
Street in Lafayette.  The cost of 2009 construction is $46,000 including a 10% tithe for Habitat International.  Almost 
$25,000 is still needed before construction can begin so please give as you can to the Presbyterian Habitat House. 

HFH seeks constant improvement is its operation, the personal lives of partner families, and the quality of its 
construction projects.  Doug Taylor recently met with the Presbyterian steering committee and commented on some 
new developments and conditions facing the local chapter.  Following are a few of the points that Doug addressed. 

Though Habitat will build its 180th house locally in 2009, the local chapter has only foreclosed on three houses 
since its inception in 1984.  This performance is a result of thorough screening and a home readiness course that 
includes household finance that partner families must complete prior to being accepted for a HFH house.  Such a 
foreclosure rate is extraordinarily low and would be envied by almost all lending institutions especially 
considering that the pool of HFH applicants is generally not qualified to borrow from conventional lenders (even 
Lehman Brothers). 
Locally HFH is finding it difficult to identify acceptable partner families because so many young adults today have 
no concept of financial discipline.  Most applicants are far in debt with no concept of its long term implications or 
what it takes to recover and no motivation to escape their in debt conditions.  Obviously, those applications are not 
approved.  Of the last 170 applications only 4 were approved.  The financial management attitude of so many of 
today’s young adults is much different than that of young adults just a few years ago. 
The Lafayette HFH chapter has recently started building houses to meet the new Energy Star Standard that 
specifies very energy efficient appliances and heat pumps (15 SER rated) along with enhanced insulation to reduce 
long term operating costs for partner families.  The insulation standard includes a sprayed on closed cell foam 
covering the entire inside of the house shell to seal it virtually air tight before fiberglass insulation bats are 
installed between the studs.  Attic insulation has been increased to an R40 value.  Though these upgrades add to 
construction cost, they reduce the overall long term cost of home ownership. 

Habitat for Humanity is making major strides in improving the quality of life for many families in Lafayette and 
around the world.  Today’s HFH houses are getting better and offer not only a decent home but one that will be 
affordable long term along with the support to families to keep them in those homes. 
Please help with other Presbyterians to provide a new house for a deserving family.  The qualified families are not 

run of the mill.  They are new just needy.  They represent only about two per cent of applicants received.  Let’s give 
them a break.  Please donate as you can to Habitat and make a notation for the Presbyterian House.
