“Thoughts To Share” 
On Sunday, August 23rd, word was out that my ministry among the wonderful 

people of Memorial Presbyterian Church would be coming to a close.  I can’t tell 
you how much I appreciated your many kind words and hugs amidst the tears.  It 
was a difficult morning for all of us, but, you made it better for me by being the 
gentle and genuine people you are. 

I would like to tell you a little story from that morning.  Before worship began, 
one of our delightful members said to me, “If our next pastor is only half as good 
as you are…..” I told her/him, “I hope your next pastor is better…..”  I meant that 
when I said those words.  And I mean that as I find myself writing those words.  I 
do hope your next pastor is a better pastor than I have been.  You all deserve 
nothing but the best God has to offer. 

Saying, “Good bye” is never easy.  For a variety of reasons, I have found it 
necessary to say good-bye a number of times in my life.  But, this is one of those 
things that practice doesn’t make perfect, OR, easier.  I find that it’s more 
complicated, and that it gets harder each time, because, as I grow older I find 
there is a depth of love that wasn’t present when I was younger.  Don’t get me 
wrong.  It wasn’t that I didn’t feel loved when I was in my twenties.  It was that I 
didn’t appreciate love the way I do now that I’m in my fifties.  Somehow, love 
touches a deeper string than it did thirty years ago.  Does that make sense? 

We’ve experienced a lot during the past six years.  We’ve recovered from 
tornadoes and a lightning strike.  We’ve rehabbed a rental house, completed the 
balcony project, repaired stained glass windows, and rebuilt the handicap ramp. 
We’ve entrusted to God’s eternal love church members and family members we 
loved dearly.  We’ve welcomed new people into the faith and into the fellowship. 
We’ve watched our children grow into young adults and profess their faith in 
Christ.  We’ve seen the start of new ministries like the Dayton Kid’s Closet and 
Smile Train, and we’ve seen others continue to answer the needs of our 
community and the world around us like the Dayton Food Pantry and Jubilee 
Christmas.  We’ve seen new leaders emerge and respond to God’s call to service. 
We’ve enjoyed opportunities to study God’s Word, and at other times we’ve 
simply enjoyed opportunities to fellowship with one another.  It has been a true 
privilege to be with you throughout it all. 

I will always cherish these years. You have all been welcoming and supportive, 
understanding and patient, kind and compassionate.  I hope and pray that will be 
the case as your next pastor arrives to lead you in worship and serve among you. 

I echo the words Paul wrote to the Church in Philippi, “I thank my God every 
time I remember you. In all my prayers for all of you, I always pray with joy 
because of your partnership in the gospel from the first day until now, being 
confident of this, that he who began a good work in you will carry it on to 
completion until the day of Christ Jesus.” (Phil 1:3-6)
