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Dear Friends, 
Sometimes (often?) when couples come to see Carol for couples 

counseling,  they come with the expectation that she will be like a doctor.  
They imagine that it is her job to offer a diagnosis,  prescribe a cure, and 
opine about the prognosis for recovery.  While I can’t say that Carol has 
never WANTED to knock heads together and to tell the couple to shape 
up and behave themselves,  that’s not any part of the process that she 
routinely brings to bear.  Instead,  Carol understands that if there is a 
bright future for the relationship, it is because all of the resources are 
already present and at hand if only the couple could recognize them, pick 
them up, and use them for the healing of their relationship.  Carol doesn’t 
necessarily know at the beginning what those resources are, but she has 
confidence that the couple DOES.  So some of the tools that she brings 
are 1. Respect. 2. A curious and wondering  spirit  3. A broad knowledge 
of how families can sometimes go aground. 4. A head full of 
communication skills and processes and how to teach them. 5. Honesty 
and a commitment to the couple.  Some of the resources that the family 
brings are: shared spiritual values, the love they shared at the beginning 
of the relationship,  the love they share for their children, whatever desire 
they have to save or improve the relationship.  Carol also comes to each 
new client relationship with the self-awareness and humility to know that 
what SHE thinks ought to happen or the values that SHE holds are NOT 
what is important in the work that is to be done.  She HAS opinions and 
values, but understands that they must remain in the background if the 
process is to be successful and authentic. 

In many ways,  the work that Carol does with couple relationships 
parallels what I do as an Interim pastor.   Sometimes, I enter a system that 
has a lot of anxiety and trauma in it (such as with the sudden deaths of the 
previous pastors at Marion and Anderson) and sometimes I enter system 
that seems to be just rolling right along (such as here at DMPC) but in all 
cases I come into communities that are in transition from one chapter of

Join Christians throughout North America as they read together – each Sunday – the 
scriptures for the week.  Known as the Revised Common Lectionary (RCL), the 
collections of readings is organized so that after a three year cycle, members of 
churches will have read through the majority of the Bible.  In our church, our Sunday 
school curriculum follows the RCL. 

As a church and denomination, we use the RCL and provide these to the pastors for direction on the 
order of worship and for guidance in Christian Education. A guest pastor may choose not to use the 
scriptures, but we are providing them to the congregation as a means of Staying in the Word Together.

We take a look back giving thanks to all 
those who have participated in the collection, 
stocking, distribution, donations of time, 
money or products over the years.  After 18 
years of helping the needy of our community 
and the surrounding area, we sincerely thank 
all those who have been a part of this ministry.

REPORT 
   Thank you so 
much for your love, 
support, & prayers.  
Triennium was a 
great experience for 
our kids.  We had 7 

youth (4 boys & 3 girls) & 4 adults.  Once 
people found out we were locals, we were put 
to work giving directions to lost out-of-towners!  
There were over 5,000 teens in attendance!  
Worship was like a rock concert and an 
experience I don’t think our kids will soon 
forget.  It was nice to see our kids get to 
experience something so different.  They 
enjoyed their small groups, made tons of new 
friends, and had lots of silly fun at the 
recreation events.  The only down side was the 
heat...boy was it HOT! 

One of our goals as a group was we wanted to feel the Holy Spirit working in us and I believe each kid 
(and the adults had their own personal moments, but I would like to share my experience with you...As 
you know, Gideon had surgery while we were at Triennium.  My small group (& several others) had 
been praying for us.  I left Triennium and went to the surgery.  It was a little more complicated than 
first expected but in the end all went very well.  After the surgery Scott and I took Gideon home.  I was 
reluctant to leave him but knew he was in good hands and I needed to get back to campus.  I went to 
my small group meeting that night and the leader asked, “What percent of you is here in this room 
tonight?”  She gave the example that she was about 80% there...some of her was at home with her 
husband and her job.  The group turned to me and I sank down in my seat.  I admitted that I was about 
15% there...I explained that I was concerned about my son, I had a lot going on with our kids there at 
Triennium, and to top it off, I had just started a new job...needless to say, my plate was pretty full.  So, 
the small group leader wanted to pray for me to be more in the moment and to let go of my worries so 
we prayed.  While we prayed I received a text message from Scott with a picture of Gideon running 
full speed through the house yelling “Me ok me OK”.  God works in mysterious ways! 
We live in a fallen world and our kids face lots of garbage.  I am so thankful to have a church that 
supports our kids.  I am thankful to be a part of a church that makes experiences like this available to 
our kids.  Finally, I am thankful for each and every one of you that prayed for our kids, bought jars of 
cookie mix to financially support our kids, donated money to the Triennium fund, gave money for 
snacks and drinks, and for all the love and support!  We have a great bunch of teens in our church.  I 
thank God for them and for all of you!
